Like every Arden edition, it includes expertly edited

play text and on-page commentary notes discussing issues of staging, theme, meaning, and

Shakespeare's use of his sources to give the reader deep and engaging insights into the play.
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The footnotes and the essays are solid. While one would like more perhaps, they are solid. The

Arden Third Series adds greatly to the understanding of the plays. Other editions may seem

friendlier, but they are much less helpful.

Questions abound when working on this wonderful play and it is such a pleasure to get thorough

answers at the flick of the page.
